I. Beginnings

1. Learn about the school and the classroom.

2. Meet and greet various people in formal and informal tone.
3. Ask and tell how to say things in each language.

4. Understand the calendar, days, months, holidays, and how to discuss the calendar.

5. Ask and tell about weather conditions at various times of year.
II. What are you like and what do you like to do?

1. Talk about activities you like and don't like as well as cultural activities.

2. Talk about personality traits.

III. Your daily classes and school

1. Discuss your schedule and classes as well as what you do during the day.

2. Describe the classroom and where things are located.

IV. Your health and meals

1. Talk about food and beverages and what you like and don't like.

2. Discuss food, health and exercise choices

V. Past times

1. Talk about activities and locations in your community.

2. Discuss where you go and with whom and accept and decline invitations.

Each day students will speak, listen, read, and write in Spanish.  Various forms of assessment will be used throughout the year, including oral presentations, group projects, audio activities, and written exams.  All students must participate and complete all types of assessment in the acquisition of a second language.  The class will culminate in a comprehensive final exam for the semester.
