II. Vocal Production & Vocal Health 

1. Basic physiology of the voice – how it works

2. Vocal health – how to take care of it

III. Poems, Monologues, & Scenes 

1. Read and memorize selections

2. Develop character, role, and motivation for each 

3. Prepare selections for performance

4. Performance Exams
IV. Play Preparation


1. Read and be involved in one act play preparation

2. Memorize lines for a given role in the show

3. Develop that character for performance

4. Learn staging and production aspects of the show

5. Performance tests on memorization and staging.

6.  Plan to stay for 2-3 after school rehearsals

V. Performance and Final Exam

1. Perform play live at the end of semester in an evening performance
2. Short written exam as portion of final along with performance
